ABSTRACT

This quasi-experimental research with
2 Groups and a Pretest-Posttest design was
aimed at investigating the effectiveness of a
life skills program for preventing sexual risk
behaviors of junior secondary school students
in Nakhon Pathom Province. The sample
was of secondary school (Grade 8) students.
The experimental group was composed of
30 students in the Srimahapoe Subdistrict
and 30 students in a comparison group from
the same school. The experimental group
participated in the life skills program for
preventing sexual risk behaviors, applying
the concepts of life skills development and
participatory learning. The educational activities
organized were lecture, group discussion,
brainstorming, role-playing, simulation games,
and 6 life skills training sessions, once a
week and 60 minutes for each session. The
comparison group participated in the normal
health education sessions of the school. Data
collection was done by using a gquestionnaire

and the data were analyzed by using the
following statistics: frequency, percentage,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation, Paired
samples t-test and Independent samples
t-test. The research results showed that after
the experimentation the experimental group
had gained significantly higher levels of self-
awareness, self-esteem, decision-making and
problem-solving skills, communication skills,
and behaviors preventative to sexual risk
than before the program and measured
against the comparison group (p<0.05). This
finding reflected that the life skills program
for developing preventive sexual risk behaviors
among secondary school students was effec-
tive. Thus, this type of this program should
be used with other groups of secondary school
students.
