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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to
determine  factors affecting the public mind
behaviors of students and to construct a linear
structural relation model of factors affecting the
public mind behaviors of  students under the
Rajbhat university in Thailand. The sample
consisted of 800 students by 40 Rajbhat university
in Thailand by means of proportional stratified
random sampling. The research instruments
used in this study were three set of five rating
scale questionnaires. The data was analyzed by
descriptive statistic. The analysis of the linear
structural relationship model and the confirmatory
factor analysis were AMOS program. The findings
were found that the factor of studentwas positively
affected the public mind behaviors of students
and followed by social / community and media /
technology. They could predict the public mind
behaviors of students by 54 percent with statistical
significance at the .01 level. Factor of student
was directly affected the the public mind behaviors
of students. Factor of peers was directly affected
the public mind behaviors of students and indirectly
affected the through factor of student. Factor of
family was directly affected the public mind
behaviors of students and directly affected the
factor teachers and indirectly affected the through
factor of peers and factor of student. Factor of
teachers was directly and indirectly affected the
public mind behaviors of students through factor
of peers of student. Factor of media / technology
was directly and indirectly affected the public
mind behaviors of students and directly affected
the factor of family and directly and indirectly
affected the factor of teachers, factor of peers,
factor of student. Factor of social / community
was directly and indirectly affected the public

directly affected the factor of family and directly
and indirectly affected the factor of teachers,
factor of peers and factor of student. In analyzing
of multi-group; male students showed the public
mind behaviors more than female students and
those from the poor families showed the public
mind behaviors more than those from the rich
families. It was concluded that the linear structure
relationship model factors were affected the public
mind behaviors of students and showed their
congruity with reliable and accepted evident data.
